	11. Chairman’s update and Parish Matters
	The Chairman gave an update on the purchases for Victoria Field (2 benches and trim trail) there has been lots of progress and money well spent as the trim trail is being well used by the children in the parish.  Next steps are to try and get a By-Law in place to stop dogs from going on Victoria Field as currently there is no legal power to stop them.  Now children’s play equipment in place this should be possible.
A parishioner had asked for a memorial tree to be planted in Victoria Field but Cllrs thought this would not be appropriate as many others may come forward with the same request and there isn’t space for more trees on Victoria Field.  As the Jubilee memorial tree was not thought appropriate to put in Victoria Field this request cannot be agreed upon.  However, a tree may be planted in Paupers Wood – Cllr. Hunt to respond to the email.
