	63. Chairman’s update
	An update was given on the progress being made with Victoria Field and funding streams.  It was agreed that a meeting would take place on Victoria Field at 9.30am on Friday 28th January to discuss seating placement options.  All welcome.
The Christmas tree successfully went up outside the village hall and was taken down at the beginning of January.

Cllr. Hunt thanked councillors for their input in the ‘Welcome to Nacton’ publication.  There was a discussion around what image should be on the front. 

There is a meeting regarding Sizewell C coming up in February.  Cllrs. Hunt, Cook and Leeder to decide who should attend out of the three of them.

	64.  Reports
	East Suffolk Council Reports were received by the clerk and distributed to all Parish Councillors by email prior to the meeting.  
No report was received from SCC although the Chairman had received an email from Cllr. Mulcahy that stated she was looking into the flooding problems under the bridge.  Discussion took place regarding whether Cllr. Mulcahy’s highways budget could be used to pay the farm to clear the flood water when required.  It was agreed that this was counter intuitive as Highways already pay the farm so the money could be much better spent.  The clearing of flood water is not a long term solution as the root cause of the regular flooding needs to be addressed.
A member of the public asked whether some of Cllr. Mulcahy’s budget could be used to repair the concrete pillar by the railway bridge.  Discussion took place around this.
No report was received from the village hall.

The Tree Warden (Cllr. Cook) gave an update on the new hedging.  80% of the funding has been received and the remaining 20% will be paid in the spring.  Photos were taken of the work being completed and children from the school and playgroup were involved in the planting.  The temporary fencing (that should last approximately five years) is due to be erected imminently.  This measure is to keep children from running out from Victoria Field into the road.  Going forward the hedge should be kept ideally no taller than one metre high.  There are some stumps that have been left (Hawthorn, Holm Oak and English Elm) that have started to sprout again.  Cllr. Cook stated that there is still a 35 metre stretch to do by the bus shelter and a quote has been received of £600+ VAT to clear the area and prepare for planting.  Cllrs agreed to this expenditure.

	66. Correspondence
	Cllr. Richardson had sent around some information regarding grants for Public EV Charging points.  As Home Farm already has 4 EV charging points it was felt that there were no further requirements for charging points in the parish at this current time but it might be worth letting the farm know about the grants available.
Cllrs. Cook, Leeder and Hunt all confirmed that they had completed the lorry review.  The members of the public in attendance asked to comment on lorries that come through the parish when the A14 gets closed highlighting this as dangerous and many lorries get stuck or their sat navs direct them to the bridge which they cannot pass under.

Discussion took place on more signage being needed for the parish and that police need to be told not to send lorries through the village.
