	51. Minutes and actions of previous meeting 28.09.22

· The chairman has spoken to Norse regarding getting a bigger bin for outside Victoria Field – all councillors agreed to the purchase at £364.06 + VAT

· A finance meeting was held last week.  The finances are stable and there is still CIL money to spend.

	52. Chairman’s update
	The chairman and Carl Watts recently planted 600 bulbs on Victoria Field.  The cost was £125 which was cheaper than estimated.

The chairman is still in discussion with ESDC regarding a public protection order for Victoria Field – a meeting is being set up for January.  Cllr. Leeder had printed off information on public space protection orders and read out some information at the meeting which can be discussed in the January meeting with ESDC.

Remembrance Day had a good turnout with parishioners and pupils from both schools in attendance.

The chairman had received correspondence from Angus Eaton who has asked to be considered for a parish councillor (who has experience being a PC in Yorkshire).  The Chairman asked for approval to co-opt, and all councillors agreed to the co-option.
The chairman is going to email Cllr. Mulcahy to say that the flooding under the bridge has been much better but that leaves are blocking the drain and it needs cleaning.  Cllr. Wilson mentioned a Highways Improvement Fund which Parish Councils can apply for to assist with path clearing.
