Jane Mumford had shown an interest in becoming a parish councillor.  After introducing herself during the meeting she was co-opted into Nacton Parish Council.

Cllr Hunt emailed around to councillors prior to the meeting a document regarding parish enhancements and what suggestions have been put forward to use the remaining money available.  Places to be displayed: Noticeboard, website, Facebook and a copy to be sent to the email distribution list.

The Christmas trees at the church had a positive response.  The Chairman thanked Cllr. Wilson for her idea and Councillor Warner for getting the lights.  Discussion took place regarding putting councillors’ names on their photographs going forward so parishioners know who is who.

Tree Warden report – Cllr. Cook asked if it was time to remove the fence around Victoria Field as it has become unsightly.  Marie Whiting who runs Nacton Under 5’s to be contacted before the fence removal.

The Village Hall  - Joe Liggett has resigned as treasurer.  Brian Mansfield will take over this role.

The village hall is looking at options to make the kitchen bigger and is obtaining quotes to expand the kitchen into the current bar area.  Assistance would be useful as to who/where to source funding for this project.

The increased energy costs are being monitored.

There’s the possibility that an after-school club may be set up in the village hall.

Cllr. Wilson highlighted her concerns over the lack of parking if there will potentially be more people using the village hall during the day.
