The VH has lost some long-term regulars but the extended hours of the NBU5s mean that the VH is covering running costs including the additional heating costs but not building any reserves of the type needed for any significant maintenance repairs. 	86. Parish Matters

	Easter newsletter – the clerk asked for all articles to be sent to her for the Easter newsletter by 4th April.
CIL money – The results from the parish questionnaire showed these 4 items to be the top four requested by parishioners:
· Pétanque – parish councillors ruled this out as it may attract animals to foul in the sand

· Table tennis – parish councillors ruled this out as there is already a table tennis table available
· Information board – parish councillors are in favour of this option and will pursue costings.  The proposal is for it to be situated in Paupers Wood

· Village Sign - parish councillors are in favour of this option and will pursue costings – where this is to be situated is up for further discussion.
· Nest swing – this option was deemed too expensive as the base would need to be replaced.
The RFO questioned whether CIL money can be spent on a village sign

Tree Warden – During this meeting, Andrew Williams, the former Estate Farm Manager, was appointed as the new Tree Warden, with immediate effect. He will be in action quickly as there is a need to remove the dead cob tree in Victoria Field and replace it.  Rosemary Cook will be Andrew’s assistant.

NBU5s – There has been a complaint regarding the removal of the fence at Victoria Field..  Cllr.  Hunt will ask Carl for suggestions to put something back up at certain parts of the perimeter.
